1. Application Form.  Please fill in all information and fax back to Elixir Labs.

2. Merchant Processing Agreement.  Follow these instructions for signing the MPA. On page 4 of 4 Principle owner(s) must sign under the words Merchant, and under the words Personal Guarantee.  Keep pages 1 to 4 for your records.  Return page 4 of 4 with original signatures.
3. Addendum to Merchant Application Form.  Please fill in all information.

4. Your business will be applying to accept Visa and MasterCard.  
5. Include a pre-printed voided check from the business checking account.
6. If applicable, include the most recent consecutive three months processing statements.
7. Give all paperwork to your Sales Rep application fee/gateway setup fee, original signed documents, and voided check.  If you choose you can priority mail all paperwork to our office.
